Stereotypes Prejudices Discrimination

Stigma is a socially and culturally constructed process that 
reproduces inequalities and is perpetuated by the exercise 

of social, economic, and political power1

It is a barrier to receiving healthcare and engaging in help-

seeking behaviors, and results in discrimination and exclusion.

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Public Stigma
• Society’s negative attitudes towards a group of people, creating environments where individuals feel 

unwelcome, judged, shamed, and/or blamed. 

Structural Stigma
• Systems-level discrimination caused and codified by institutional policies and/or dominant social norms.

Self-Stigma
• Where individuals accept societal stereotypes and experience reduced self-esteem and self-efficacy. 

Stigma Against Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD)
• The misconception that MOUD involves “trading one addiction for another.”

● Fielding a 39-question baseline evaluation to measure addiction stigma relating to 

public stigma, structural stigma, and stigma associated with medication for OUD 

(MOUD)

● Based on Shatterproof’s Addiction Stigma Index

● Vignette strategy describing John, who is actively misusing prescription opioids

● Goal is to sample 200 Oneida County residents

● Will field the survey again after the campaign ends to measure campaign exposure 

and any changes in addiction stigma
